Parish History
The origins of St. John’s Church

St. John the Baptist Catholic Church is unique in that it was built
as one of very few “memorial”’ Catholic churches in the United
States dedicated to an individual. That individual is a man named
John Carrell Jenkins. The Jenkins family history is traced back to
some of the earliest Catholic pioneers to come to America in the
1600’s.

John “Carrell” Jenkins was born on June
14,1834 in Baltimore. Described by family
as “easy in manner and gentle in voice...
generous to a fault, especially to those in
distress; ever ready to defend the unfortu-
nate or to repel an unkind word.”

As a young man in his 20’s Carrell joined
the prestigious Maryland Guard to help quell the violence and
protect certain parts of Baltimore. Locally and nationally the un-
rest came to a head in 1861. Carrell was caught up in America’s
Civil War for only 4 months before contracting typhoid fever. On
the morning of October 11, 1861, John Carrell Jenkins passed
away in Warm Springs, VA.

Approximately 20 years later, the Jenkins
family requested that a chapel be built
somewhere in western VA in memory of
Carrell. The request was granted by Bishop
John Keane of Richmond and the corner
stone was laid on October 7, 1883 in Front
Royal. The Jenkins family paid for the entire

church to be built and provided the pews,
«w=%  bell, altar, sacred vessels and vestments.
Some of these items are still in use at St. John’s Church.
